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We have a responsibility to enrich what we have 
inherited from previous generations and pass it 
on to the next generation. To this end, we believe 
that we must again return to the perspective of 
“Will our actions lead to the happiness of children?”

We have launched the Future of Children 
series, a series of essays by experts in various 
fields, to deepen our understanding of children, 
as well as to consider a society in which children’s 
lives and human rights are respected and in which 
children can freely create the future. The first 
publication in this series is Mitsuharu Sagawa’s 
Sweet Childcare.

Society would be much better if fathers 
engaged in housework and childcare 
became the norm. A novelist who has 
brought up two sons as a househusband 
proposes a lifestyle in which all family 
members can be happy.
